Minutes of the January 15, 2019 meeting were reviewed.
Motion: Motion made by Chuck P., seconded by Tom S. to approve the minutes as written.  Approved by all.
Update from Fire Company Representatives:
Monthly reports were emailed to municipalities and read at the meeting. 
Ambulance memberships are coming in, the ambulance is billing on refusals, bringing in about $100 on each refusal, increased base rate up $200 for ambulance.  Rob C. is gathering information to present to go to full time employees.  Meeting with Tower Health to see if it would be possible to put a medic unit here, Ray has sat in on the meetings and has said the KVRFD would have to approve this also.
Bylaws – Committee is going through bylaws since it has been 6 years and will make some changes, Ray S. is on the bylaws committee.

Flooring in new station – Working on setting up a time to replace the flooring, when installed it was nailed through the sub floor.

The committee on the housing of KVFD will meet next week to get things started, the memorials are being engraved, they will be checking with Eckman to see if they would help install them.

Chicken pot pie fundraiser was held this past Saturday, made about a $1,500.00 profit.

They will have a fish fry fundraiser for lent on 3/8, 3/22 & 4/12.

Capitol Fundraising – Going out again for more funding and back to ones that said they would help and have not yet to this date.

KVFD has an on-going issue with an employee on workman’s comp, a letter went out to this individual not to come to fire company events.

Treasurer’s Report:

A treasurer’s report of bills for the month of Febraury was read by Treasurer Vicki Florian.
Motion: Motion was made to accept treasurer’s report as read and approve the bills by Chuck P., seconded by Tom S.  Approved by all.
We have not received an invoice from Selective Insurance on the bonding, so I called and was told that a new application has to be filed every three years and Longley apologized that it was not taken care of, I did this over the phone and I am still waiting on the invoice, I will pay as soon as I receive it.

Quotes for review audit: France, Anderson, Basile & Co’s quote is $1,385.00 and Woolard, KRjnik, Masciangelo LLP’s quote was $2,500.00.  Motion: Motion was made to accept France, Anderson, Basile & Co’s quote of $1,385.00 by Chuck P., seconded by Tom S.  Approved by all.
I asked to have up to $100.00 for a new printer, I am currently having problems with the one I have.  Motion: Tom S. made a motion to allow up to $100.00 for a new printer, seconded by Chuck P., Approved by all.
Fire Administrator’s Report:
Martins Corner: Jill Nagy sent a letter to building code official in West Caln on conditional use.  One of the conditions was to put a Port-a-potty there which will be done this spring.

The group renting the facility filed the conditional use and was told to put everything possible on there that they may do in the facility.
Subdivision: KVFD was told that stuff was sent to Doug D. with no response, they do have that the subdivision was tentatively approved. Engineering is following up, do not execute this until civil suit is done.

Civil Suit: There was a phone conference with lawyers and judge, West Caln wants to go to a jury trial, which is believed to be in June.  Once information is received our solicitor will file to ask judge to throw out the civil suit.
Wrap Up:
Chuck P. suggested to put a letter on the websites to get the ambulance memberships in.
Ray S. stated that he will not make next month’s meeting.
