Motion: Motion made by Tom S., seconded by Chuck P. to approve the minutes as written.  Approved by all.
Update from Fire Company Representatives:
Monthly reports were emailed to municipalities. 
2019 Budget is ready, will be read by Tony P. of APA taxes.
Martins Corner: Time for board members to meet with lawyer to discuss, will get it scheduled.

Getting out on calls faster. 

Having problems with (1) ambulance, looking at getting it re-chassis or may have to get a new ambulance, Chevy/GM know about the problem, a committee was formed and bringing engineers in to check.

Property behind KVFD may be coming up for sale, would benefit fire company to check into purchasing, Chuck P. stated that the borough may be interested also, after discussion, it would be beneficial for KVFD to approach the borough about the property.

Career staff hired (6) more staff members and there are (2) more to come.

Senator Dinniman is coming to Parkesburg Borough sometime in November, may be good for KVFD to attend to discuss grants.

There is a committee formed to host a housing in the spring of 2019 for the new building and apparatus.

This Saturday is make a difference day at the fire house, PABA is hosting the event, there will be vendors setup in the bays and they will offer tours of the firehouse but nothing elaborate as KVFD will be having the housing in the spring.  The VFW will be hosting a chicken BBQ.  KVFD T-shirts will be available for sale.

Treasurer’s Report:

A treasurer’s report of bills for the month of October was read by Treasurer Vicki Florian.
Motion: Motion was made to accept treasurer’s report as read and approve the bills by Doug D., seconded by Tom S.  Approved by all.
Fire Administrator’s Report:
Ray handed out draft budget for KVRFD, overall CPI over last 12 months was 2.7, therefore budget increases from $341,641.00 to $350,680.00, he suggested that the monies from Sadsbury Township could increase the Workers Compensation, FD accounting and Building fund, but after discussion of possibly needing to repair or purchase a new ambulance, it was discussed to set aside the 2018 & 2019 monies from Sadsbury Township for the ambulance repair or replacement.  Motion: Motion was made to put the 2018 & 2019 Sadsbury Township monies into the apparatus fund for the re-chassis or replacement of the ambulance by Doug D., seconded by Ed H.  Approved by all.
Ray asked for each member to write down 1 goal for November’s meeting to set for 2019, either from the study or whatever you may think of.

Tony P. from APA Tax Accounts read the KVFD 2019 budget report.  Barry Edwards asked if the $710,000.00 under the building fund pledge was the actual money that they received so far, Tony stated yes and that they projected $120,000.00 for 2019, it was also stated that they will continue to push for donations.  There are also pledges that were made over a 5-year period.
Brian Gathercole thanked the municipalities for all their help, the building would not have been possible without them.

Wrap Up:
Doug D. stated that he will not be sitting on the board for 2019, a replacement will be named.
Motion: A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Tom S., seconded by Chuck P. Approved by all.
