MEETING MINUTES MARCH 17, 2015 DRAFT

The regular meeting of the KVRFD was held at the KVFD central station’s meeting room at 7:00pm.

The meeting was called to order by Mr. Haas at 7:00pm.

Minutes: 

Minutes of the February 17, 2015 meeting were reviewed.  Motion: Motion made by Ray Campbell, seconded by Frank Haas to approve the minutes as written.  Approved by all.
Update from Fire Company Representatives:

Ray Campbell updated the board on the status of the West and North Stations.  At the West Station the IT people shutdown the door locks only certain people can get in and the cleaning up will be finished soon and then the building will be put up for sale.  At the North Station the truck that was sold will be leaving soon and the cleaning will be finished up this Sunday and then the building will be put up for sale.
Fire Chief Report/EMS Update:

Monthly reports turned in for the month of February.  Brian Gathercole informed the board that the ladder truck would be back this Friday and the pumper tanker was sold.  He also said they attended the Western District Chief’s meeting and that Eric Brecht noted that how Sadsburyville FC is going to purchase an elliptical tanker and build a 4 bay station, Stephanie S. said that there are no plans that have been submitted to the township.  Eric also stated that they may stop running QRS at the Sadsburyville FC.  In June or July Brian stated that they would go to Sadsbury Township before they start the budget to inform them again of how they only get 20% of funding, yet are providing coverage for certain services to 100% of the area and automatic aide on most of the Township.
Treasurer’s Report:

A treasurer’s report of bills for the month of February 2015 was read by Treasurer Vicki Florian.
Motion: Motion was made to accept treasurer’s report as read and approve the bills by Tom Scott, seconded by Stephanie Silvernail.  Approved by all.
Vicki informed the board that the paperwork was turned in to France, Anderson, Basile & Co. today and that we should have the review audit by the next meeting.
Fire Administrator’s Report:
Gerry McKee informed the board that he is very interested in the EMC position, after discussion there should be (1) Head Fire Marshal and a few assistants, Ray S. will work with Gerry on presentation.  

FDA Stackhouse would like the supervisors to encourage other members in their townships to read the intergovernmental agreement deed between each municipality and KVRFD. 
Some conversation about John Cairns, the solicitor for Parkesburg Borough, coming back to KVFD and stated that the deed for the Parkesburg Station should have not been put in KVFD’s name, KVFD contacted Jill and she will send a letter to Parkesburg Borough stating that the deed is good and inform them that they should go to the District board with any questions or concerns. 
Grants:  
2014-15 PA State Fire/EMS Grants: Money was received and deposited for debt reduction.
2014 FEMA Grant: Status quo

MAP Grant: In Process of acquiring equipment, receipts and checks.

2015 FM Global Fire Prevention Grant: Application submitted 2/27/15 for fire prevention.

Ray Campbell asked if there was a job description & qualifications for FDA, yes we do have that.
Jared Dalmas handed out a 5 year plan on the apparatus for KVFD.

Ray Stackhouse informed the board that the GPS maps will be done quarterly. 

Gary Alderman stated that this consolidation was the best thing that happened in Chester Co.
